Lightning Policy for State College of Florida Outdoor Athletic Venues

Emergency Personnel:

· Certified Athletic Trainer (on-campus and available)
· Coach (onsite for all practices and games)
· Athletic Director (onsite for all games, unless schedule does not permit)
· Game Operations (onsite for all games, unless schedule does not permit)

ALL listed emergency personnel will set up notification system through iStrike (https://portal.anythingweather.com)

Emergency Communication:
· 
· Cellular telephone – Athletic Trainer, Athletic Director, Game Operations, and coach
· All emergency personnel will set up notification system through iStrike to issue a text notification to their personal cellular telephone. Notification will issue alerts and warnings of lightning within a predetermined distance of any practice or game

Lightning Policy:
· 
· iStrike system will be used if severe weather is in the area
· First sound of thunder or observation of lightning should start a warning phase of possible danger.
· Location can be changed for away games or an off-campus practice
· Detection Range can be set up at any range over 10 miles to notify of approaching severe weather
· 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Alert Range (10 miles) – All activities will be on alert if lightning is determined to be within 10 mile radius of practice or a game
· Umpire or game officials will be notified if lightning is in the Alert Range
Warning Range (6 miles) – All activities will be suspended if lightning is determined to be within 6 miles of practice or a game
· If practice is being conducted, this is the point to clear the field and retreat to a designated safe location.
· If a game is being conducted, Umpire or game official will be notified that each team must clear the field and retreat to a safe location.
· Public Address person (if available) for the game will make an announcement to spectators to seek shelter
 “All Clear” will be issue once no lightning is detected within the Warning Range (6 miles) for 30 minutes

Safe locations:
Softball – softball restrooms, personal vehicle or team bus
Baseball – baseball restrooms, press box, the concession stand, personal vehicle or team bus
Tennis – Building 18
Sand Volleyball Court on-campus – Building 17
